MISSION STATEMENT 

The mission of the Chester County School District, in partnership with the community,  

is to develop productive citizens prepared for the changing world by providing  

challenging, lifelong learning opportunities in a safe, healthy, and positive environment. 
 

 

WEATHER DELAYS AND CLOSINGS:  In the event of inclement weather, a decision to delay or close school will be 

made by 6 a.m.  If the opening of school is affected, the district will then begin initiating automated calls to parents, 
using telephone numbers provided on the Student Information Form.  Please keep your child’s data current at his/her 
school or you will not be able to be notified.  In addition, a recording will be available to those calling the Chester 
County School District Office at 803-385-6122.  Delay or closing information will also be placed on the district’s website, 
www.chester.k12.sc.us.  The local area radio and television stations will also be notified.  Please be aware that any 
delay in opening school will eliminate school breakfast availability.  Decisions concerning early dismissal will be made 
to allow parents enough time to pick up their children.  Parents are encouraged to discuss the possibility of early 
dismissal with their children and to formulate a plan. 
 

WEATHER MAKE-UP DAYS:  In order to make up days lost to weather or other events, the district has set aside five 

days during the 2012-2013 school year for that purpose. The days: November 21st, January 14th, February 18th, March 
22nd and June 7th will be taken in the order they appear on the calendar. In the event of extraordinary weather 
conditions, the calendar is subject to change.   On 1/2 days and days when school will operate on a delayed schedule for 
students, Pre-K (4 year old) students who are in 1/2 day programs will not attend school. 
 

ATTENDANCE REQUIREMENTS:  South Carolina law requires that all students must attend a public or private school 

from the age of five until the 17th birthday. The school year is 180 days long.  In order to receive credit, a student must 
first attend at least 85 days out of each 90-day semester, for a total of at least 170 days.  Students must also meet all 
minimum course requirements.  Absences in excess of 10 days may cause a student to lose academic credit for the year.  
Students are considered present only when they are in school or present at an authorized activity.
